RE:   Lot 21 & 22 in Oak Knoll Subdivision Unit No. 2, Warren Township
         Plat Amendment to remove drainage and utility easements and combine parcels.
The Oak Knoll subdivision is located on the north side of Washington Street approximately ¼ mile west of Hunt Club Road in Warren Township.  The subject site of the amendment is located at 35054 and 35032 Oak Knoll Circle.  The proposed plat amendment consists of vacating drainage and utility easements that are located on Lots 21 and 22.  The two parcels will then be consolidated so they can be prepared for the construction of a new home.  The drainage and utility easements will remain along the borders of the new parcel.  The vacation of the easements will not service to other lots in the subdivision.
A copy of the proposed plat amendment is attached to this report.

Recommendation
The Staff Review Committee has received no objection from utility agencies and has no objection to granting approval of the proposed plat amendment.

Reasons for Recommendation
The creation of the larger lot will have no negative impact on natural resources or open space and will continue to provide drainage and utility easements along the property boundaries.
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
