Re:	Community Development Commission Meeting Location

[bookmark: _GoBack]Pursuant to the request of the Community Development Commission (CDC) Executive Committee at the April  22nd meeting, staff has developed a summary of CDC meeting location analysis.  The CDC Executive Committee is considering the relevant factors driving meeting location and the impact of continuing to hold meetings in the County Building in Waukegan, Illinois or shifting a portion of the meetings to the Lake County Central Permit Facility in Libertyville, Illinois.  The following summarizes the issues raised by the CDC Executive Committee and further staff analysis:  

· The CDC by-laws states “Meetings shall be held on the tenth floor of the County Building, Waukegan, unless some other place is designated for good reason.” The Lake County State’s Attorney’s office advises that this be handled on a case-by-case basis for each meeting.  A move to have a set number of meetings at another location would require a revision of the by-laws.

1. The Citizen Participation Plan requires when two public hearings are taking place on the same topic, that they be held is different geographical areas. Arranging for second hearing locations in Libertyville would be compliant.  

1. Holding meetings at the Libertyville location may be more accessible to some CDC members and a portion of the public, as geographic distribution of CDC members is required per the CDC bylaws.

1. More than one-third of the 2013 funded agency administrative office are concentrated in the Waukegan area, while the majority of funded agency administrative offices are widely distributed throughout Lake County.   


Please find attached two maps of the administrative offices of 2013 funded agencies; one map displays the entire County, and another map includes a Waukegan inset, due to the concentration in this area.  Upon direction from the CDC Executive Committee, Community Development Division staff will take appropriate action on this matter.  
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
