Highway Access Regulation Ordinance: Amendments 


All changes are shown in the “Track Changes” Version of the Ordinance attached hereto.


Added provision that the written decision by the County Engineer on a variance request is valid for one year. (Has been standard practice, but had not been stated in Ordinance).


The LCDOT has the authority to stop work within the County highway right-of-way if deemed unsafe or substandard.


The LCDOT requests that the Recorder’s Office notify the County Engineer and the SAO if any of the provisions of this Ordinance are violated as it relates to plats.


The LCDOT has the authority to revoke any active permit issued to the applicant due to the failure of the applicant to comply with provisions of other permits or other County Ordinances.


An applicant must re-initiate the process if the project has been inactive for 6 months or more, 


Added the County Engineer’s signature block for plats where there is no access to the County Highway


Added provision that the LCDOT will provide written notice of the placement of an illegal access that must be removed.


Clarified the change in land use of the parcel and intensity of use of the access location to determine the need for a permit.


Added that the LCDOT can accept additional detention or compensatory storage donated from any source and to use the same for County Highway purposes to mitigate the impacts to the County Highway system from the proposed development.


Clarified the depiction of existing trees in the right-of-way.


Added that trees may be added to the County Highway right-of-way provided that the Local Agency (Municipality) via the Municipal Acceptance form will maintain these proposed trees.


Clarified process for pre-application meeting.


Updated sight distance requirements for highway access to be in accordance with AASHTO guidelines.


Additional improvements are required when a proposed development impacts the level of service of adjacent existing intersections.


Clarified the use of a by-pass lane on a County Highway (not allowed if 3 or more existing driveways).


Clarified in the submittal of a traffic study the limits of the road network to be studied.


Pass-by trips may be considered in accordance with the ITE Trip Generation Manual.


Are now asking for as-built drawings in a digital format.


The Resident Engineer shall notify the Lake County PASSAGE of lane closures.


Have clarified the location of an acceptable bank in the Chicago metro area to present a demand letter and sight draft for a letter of credit (per the advice of the SAO).

Strengthened the insurance requirements to protect the County’s interests and property under the direction of the Risk Management and SAO departments.
