Public Works Director Peter Kolb reported Lake County is a dues paying member of the
Des Plaines River Watershed Workgroup (DPRWW), which monitors and samples water
from the Des Plaines River. Approximately $200,000 is being collected annually by its
members with the bulk share being from Lake County and North Shore Water
Reclamation District. Projects may be suggested based upon findings of the DPRWW.
Discussion occurred regarding whether there has been federal movement to address the
primary source of pollutants in water. It was suggested that the National Association of
Counties may be the best group to lead this initiative. Discussion continued. A formal
report from Mike Warner of Public Works will be provided at the next meeting.

Division of Transportation Director Paula Trigg reported the Sheriff's Office is planning an
Active Shooter Drill and requires a permit from the lllinois Department of Transportation
(IDOT). IDOT has requested that a resolution be obtained by Lake County. This item will
also be considered by the Law and Judicial Committee at its next meeting. Lieutenant
Usry of the Lake County Sheriff's Office provided details regarding the drill. Areas will be
closed off for the public and officers' safety. Discussion ensued as to the best ways to
notify the public of the drill. It was noted that while Department heads will know when the
drill will occur, Staff will not be informed as to specifics of the drill. Member Pedersen
requested a notice be provided so she could include the timing of the road closure in her
electronic newsletter.

Director’s Report - Transportation.

Division of Transportation Director (DOT) Paula Trigg reported the lllinois Department of
Transportation (IDOT) letting on September 18 includes a traffic signal installation and
resurfacing in Wauconda on IL 176 at Brown Street and the Cuba Road bridge work over
Flint Creek in Barrington Hills. The state budget remains at a standstill and Motor Fuel
Tax (MFT) funds are not being dispersed. Staff is working with the Transportation for
lllinois Coalition (TFIC) and the County Engineers' Association in expressing to state
legislators the importance of releasing MFT funds to all local agencies. Lake County is
able to manage without these monies at this time, but the situation may change if funds
aren't released by the end of the year. Ms. Trigg reported the Regional Transportation
Authority (RTA) approached the county at the recent Transit Team meeting regarding
placing a mobility outreach specialist in Lake County.

Ms. Trigg reviewed transportation details for congestion management at the upcoming
BMW Golf Tournament in Lake Forest. She noted the traveling memorial known as the
Moving Wall is coming to Lake County. It will be at the Home Depot on Rollins Road and
staff will work with the County's contractors to ensure unnecessary equipment is removed
from this site for this event. Ms. Trigg also noted the Rollins Road and Route 83
construction celebration will occur on September 8 to thank those who partnered with the
County to complete this project. Parking is limited.

Ms. Trigg indicated she will be attending the American Public Works Association (APWA)
conference next week and will support DOT employee Jon Nelson as he receives his
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Manager of the Year award for Engineering and Technology.
