REQUESTED ACTION:
The applicant’s are requesting an extension of the date to establish an approved Conditional Use Permit.

A Conditional Use Permit (Zoning Case #3648) was approved by the Zoning Board of Appeals on June 12, 2007 to allow a self-service storage facility, vehicle repair, limited vehicle service, landscape contractor storage and contractor storage.

According to Article 3, Section 3.6.9 of the Unified Development Ordinance, a Conditional Use Permit must be established within two years.  The applicants’ have stated that due to unforeseen access requirements they have been encountered during the site plan review process, they have been unable to obtain permits to establish the vehicle storage facility.  The applicants’ have met with both Kenosha County and the Illinois Department of Transportation concerning access to State Line Road (Wisconsin) and Route 45 (Illinois). Kenosha County has indicated objection to the project.  The applicant has stated that Kenosha County is asking for road dedication, an amendment to the County’s Comprehensive Plan and a rezoning of the property.  A response from IDOT regarding access has been obtained; however, the applicant has not presented sufficient documentation demonstrating that they have an easement over an adjacent parcel to access Route 45. The applicant is seeking the extension to resolve the access issues related to this project. 

Article 3, Section 3.6.9 of the Unified Development Ordinance authorizes the Planning, Building and Zoning Committee to grant extensions in Conditional Use Permits for a period not to exceed 2 years.  Staff has no objection to granting the applicant’s request for an extension, however, we are recommending that the extension not exceed a one-year period.
