
INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT

 AMENDING THE “MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING” DATED FEBRUARY 21, 2005


	THIS AGREEMENT, executed by the Parties hereto, on the date adjacent to the Parties signatures below, is made by and between the following governmental entities (hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Parties”):  the Village of Volo (hereinafter referred to as “Volo”), Lakes Region Sanitary District (hereinafter referred to as “LRSD”), Lake County (hereinafter referred to as “Lake County”), Northern Moraine Wastewater Reclamation District (hereinafter referred to as “NMWRD”), and the Village of Lakemoor (hereinafter referred to as “Lakemoor”);   

	WHEREAS, the Parties, except for Lakemoor, entered into a “Memorandum of Understanding”, dated February 21, 2005, (hereinafter referred to as the Memorandum of Understanding,) a copy of said Agreement being attached hereto as Exhibit A, and 

	WHEREAS, certain conflicts have arisen among the Parties as to the interpretation and implementation of said agreement, and the Parties desire to clarify the Memorandum of Understanding to resolve those differences, and further desire to amend said Memorandum of Understanding as well as to enter into new agreements concerning the Facility Planning Area (“FPA”) and sub-FPA boundaries of the Parties, and to add Lakemoor as a party to the agreement as set forth herein.

	NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual agreements set forth herein and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is acknowledged, the Parties hereto agree as follows:

1)	The map, prepared by Rezek, Henry, Meisenheimer and Gende, Inc. dated 01/20/10_, attached hereto and hereinafter referred to as “Exhibit  B”, depicts the agreed upon FPA boundaries for NMWRD and the LRSD sub-FPA of the Northwest Lake FPA in the area depicted on Exhibit B.  NMWRD and LRSD agree to immediately petition the Chicago Metropolitan Agency for Planning (“CMAP”), and the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (“IEPA”) for an amendment of the NMWRD and LRSD sub-FPA boundaries consistent with the delineation set forth on Exhibit B.  The remaining Parties hereto agree to execute letters supporting said amendments or to take such other actions as may be reasonably requested by any party hereto to facilitate the IEPA and CMAP’s recognition of the amendments of the Parties’ FPA and sub-FPA boundaries to those shown on Exhibit B.  The parties agree to submit letters of support within 30 days of request.

2)	Each of the Parties hereto agrees that they (including their officers, attorneys, engineers, consultants or developers acting under such Parties’ direction and control, or with such Parties’ knowledge) shall not take any action to amend the NMWRD or LRSD sub-FPA common boundaries from those set forth on Exhibit B or advance any plan or proposal to allow NMWRD or LRSD to serve an area outside their FPA boundaries as set forth on Exhibit B, including but not limited to, the following actions:  Preparing maps, plats, cost estimates, draft agreements or proposals or applications to CMAP or IEPA for FPA boundary changes.  

Notwithstanding the foregoing, if a party hereto or a landowner desires that NMWRD or LRSD provide sewer service to an area outside their FPA or sub-FPA as set forth on Exhibit B hereto, that party  receiving a request for service, shall give immediate notice of the 	proposal to the other Parties to this Agreement.  Unless NMWRD and LRSD agree, in writing, to the proposed service area/FPA boundary change, the proposing party shall take no further action to advance said proposal and shall not seek approval of such change from CMAP or IEPA. 

3)	None of the parties hereto shall cause, induce or cooperate with or otherwise enter into any agreement that in any way causes, promotes or enables the disconnection of any property within the area depicted on Exhibit B from the Village within whose municipal boundaries  it  is located at the time of this Agreement.

4)	Sewer connection and service charges/user fees by LRSD, VOLO and Lake County for service to any party lying within the Village of Lakemoor and within the LRSD sub-FPA, shall be imposed in a uniform and non-discriminatory manner such that such charges are the same as for similarly situated properties served by the same sewer line lying within the municipal boundaries of VOLO and within the LRSD sub-FPA.  

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Parties agree that VOLO and LRSD 	have entered into an agreement wherein LRSD has agreed to provide financial assistance to the Village of VOLO in the amount of $1.1M to partially defray the costs of extending sewer service to certain areas in the Village of VOLO.  The Parties agree that such assistance shall only extend to properties within the Village of VOLO at the time of this Agreement and in no event shall that agreement be construed to require such assistance be provided to properties in Village of LAKEMOOR or properties in unincorporated Lake County. 

5)	This Agreement is intended to amend and supplement the Memorandum of Understanding and to add Lakemoor as a party.  Exhibit B hereto is intended to amend and supercede the Exhibit A to the Memorandum of Understanding.  To the extent of any conflict between this Agreement and the Memorandum of 	Understanding, this Agreement shall be controlling.  To the extent not in conflict, the remaining provisions of the Memorandum of Understanding shall remain in full force and effect.
