
AN ORDINANCE PROPOSING THE ESTABLISHMENT OF

LAKE COUNTY SPECIAL SERVICE AREA NUMBER 15
AND PROVIDING FOR A PUBLIC HEARING AND OTHER 

PROCEDURES IN CONNECTION THEREWITH

(FOREST HAVEN SUBDIVISION)

WHEREAS, the County Board of Lake County (the "County Board") is authorized to establish special service areas for the purpose of providing special services to designated areas within its boundaries pursuant to Article VII, Section 6 of the Illinois Constitution and 35 ILCS 200/27-5 et seq. (“SSA Law”), and Section 5-15010 of the Counties Code, 55 ILCS 5/1-1001 et seq.; and 

WHEREAS, a majority of the record and/or beneficial owners (the "Applicants") of the real property legally described in Exhibit A attached hereto and by this reference incorporated herein and made a part hereof (the "SSA Territory"), have requested that the County Board establish a special service area comprising the SSA Territory for purposes of developing a sanitary sewerage system to serve the individual lots within the SSA Territory (the "Special Service"), and the Special Service will involve new construction of the Special Service; and


WHEREAS, the SSA Territory is a contiguous area within unincorporated Lake County that is currently served by individual sewage disposal (septic) systems; and

WHEREAS, the establishment of a special service area within the SSA Territory pursuant to the provisions of the Illinois Constitution and 35 ILCS 200/27-5 et seq. (the "SSA Law") will provide for the Special Service, which will the Applicants believe will promote the public health, safety, and welfare of the County in general and the SSA Territory in particular; and 


WHEREAS, in response to Applicants' request, the County Board has determined that it is necessary to conduct a public hearing pursuant to 35 ILCS 200/27-5 et seq. to consider the possible establishment of a new special service area (the "Forest Haven SSA") within the SSA Territory for the purpose of providing the Special Service therein; and

WHEREAS, in furtherance of the Applicant's request and the Special Service Area Act, a public notice shall be both published and mailed to the Applicants and the last taxpayers of record for the SSA Territory regarding such public hearing on the proposed establishment of the Forest Haven SSA; and



WHEREAS, adoption of this Ordinance shall in no way represent a determination that the Forest Haven SSA should be established within the SSA Territory, but shall merely initiate the required steps to permit consideration of whether establishing such Forest Haven SSA is desirable and appropriate;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNTY BOARD OF LAKE COUNTY, ILLINOIS, as follows:


SECTION ONE:  Recitals.  The foregoing recitals are hereby incorporated into and made a part of this Ordinance as if fully set forth.

SECTION TWO.
Findings.
(a)  
Pursuant to Section 27-20 of the SSA Law and the petition of the Applicants, the consideration of creating a special service area for the SSA Territory is hereby initiated.

(b)  
The SSA Territory within the proposed Forest Haven SSA is contiguous as required by the SSA Law and as depicted on the map of the SSA Territory attached hereto as Exhibit B.

(c) 
The SSA Territory will benefit specially from the provision of the Special Service to the SSA Territory.  The Special Service will provide the SSA Territory with safe and adequate means for disposing and treating sanitary sewage through the new construction of a sanitary sewer with stubs to permit connections by individual lots within the SSA Territory, subject to the payment of connection fees required for the County's Vernon Hills NCT Water Reclamation Facility.
SECTION THREE.  Proposal.  In response to the Applicants and conditions and needs of the SSA Territory, and in its determination of the need to promote the public health, safety, and welfare of the County and the Forest Haven residents, the County Board hereby proposes the establishment of a special service area to provide the Special Service to the SSA Territory, as well as the possible issuance of bonds therefor.

SECTION FOUR.
 Public Hearing.  


(a)
In General.  Pursuant to Section 27-35 of the SSA Law, a public hearing will be held at 7:00 p.m. on December 10, 2008 at St. Basil Serbian Orthodox Church, 27450 N. Bradley Road, Mettawa, Illinois to consider establishment of the Forest Haven SSA within the SSA Territory.  The County Board hereby authorizes that the Chair of the Public Works & Transportation Committee, the Chair of the Finance & Administrative Committee, the County Board Member serving the area affected by the SSA, and any two other County Board Members, as assigned by the Chair of the County Board, to serve as hearing officers for the purposes of the public hearing and to conduct the public hearing in connection with the establishment of the SSA. At the hearing, the Hearing Officers will also hear public testimony regarding the issuance of bonds for the Special Service, the imposition or levy by the County of a tax in the proposed special service area sufficient to produce revenues to pay (i) the principal and interest on any such bonds or otherwise to provide for the construction of the Special Service to the proposed special service area, (ii) the costs for constructing the Special Service facilities, or (iii) both.  
(b)
Bond, Construction Taxes.  The maximum amount of any bonds for the Forest Haven SSA would be $3,800,000.00, which bonds would be payable over not more than a 30-year period.  Such bonds would be issued at a rate not exceeding nine percent (9%) per annum as a net yield.  The maximum rate of taxes to be extended within the special service area (the "SSA Taxes") in any year for the construction of the Special Service (or the payment of principal and interest on any bonds issued for such construction) would be established to produce not more than $350,000.00 annually, which payments would not continue for more than 30 years.  If bonds are not issued within six months after the establishment (if any) of the Forest Haven SSA, the maximum amount of bonds and the maximum annual SSA Taxes that may be levied upon the SSA Territory (collectively, the "Maximum Amounts") may be increased using the Consumer Price Index—All Urban Consumers (“CPIU”) as a multiplier, calculated as follows: the Maximum Amounts times the sum of (1 + the percentage change in the CPIU from the date of the establishment of the Forest Haven SSA to a date designated by the County Board prior to the issuance of the SSA bonds).  The Maximum Amounts will be payable within the SSA Territory pursuant to a special tax roll as more fully described in Section 4(c) below.

(c)
Special Tax Roll.  The SSA Taxes that would be imposed pursuant to Section 4(b) would be payable pursuant to a special tax roll.  The special tax roll would be based on equally dividing the annual levy of the SSA Taxes on a per subdivided lot basis, it being the determination of the County Board that such an allocation reflects the actual utilization or potential utilization of the Special Service and is therefore fair and reasonable.  The SSA Taxes would be levied in addition to all other County taxes levied and extended upon the properties within the Forest Haven SSA, and the special tax roll will be used only for levying and extending SSA Taxes.  

(d)
Annual Levy Ordinances.  Following any establishment of the Forest Haven SSA, the County may commence levying SSA Taxes by annually filing one or more tax levy ordinances with the appropriate County officials in accordance with this Section Four.
SECTION FIVE.  Notice of Hearing.  Pursuant to the SSA Law, notice of the public hearing will be published at least 15 days prior to the date scheduled for the commencement of the public hearing in the Waukegan News-Sun, a newspaper of general circulation within the County of Lake (“Notice”).  In addition, notice by public mailing in the United States mail will be given not less than 10 days prior to the time set for public hearing in the manner required by the SSA Law and addressed to the Applicants and the person or persons in whose name the general taxes for each parcel within the SSA Territory were paid during the last preceding year.  In the event taxes for the last preceding year were not paid, said notice was sent to the person last listed on the tax rolls prior to that year as the owner of said property.  The County Board hereby directs that the Director of Public Works of the County to cause the Notice to be published in substantially the form below:

Notice is hereby given that on December 10, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. at St. Basil Serbian Orthodox Church, 27450 N. Bradley Road, Mettawa, Illinois, a hearing will be held by the Hearing Officers representing the County Board of Lake County, Illinois, to consider the possible establishment of the Forest Haven Special Service Area (the “Forest Haven SSA”) within the area located north of Illinois Route 60, west of Bradley Road, and along Elmwood Avenue, Oak Avenue, Forest Drive, Hawthorne Avenue, and Longwood Road and legally described as follows:

Lots 1 through 117 of the Forest Haven Subdivision as recorded on October 12, 1925.

The purpose of the public hearing is to consider establishment of the Forest Haven SSA to provide special services in the nature of the new construction of sanitary sewer service to the SSA Territory (the “Special Service”).  At the hearing, the Hearing Officers will also hear public testimony regarding the issuance of bonds for the Special Service, the imposition or levy by the County of a tax in the proposed special service area sufficient to produce revenues to pay (i) the principal and interest on any such bonds or otherwise to provide for the construction of the Special Service to the proposed special service area, (ii) the costs for constructing the Special Service facilities, or (iii) both.  


The maximum amount of any bonds for the Forest Haven SSA would be $3,800,000.00, which bonds would be payable over not more than a thirty (30) year period.  Such bonds would be issued at a rate not exceeding nine percent (9%) per annum or one hundred twenty-five percent (125%) (and substituting thirteen percent (13%) for nine percent (9%) and two hundred percent (200%) for one hundred twenty-five percent (125%) if not tax exempt) of the 20 G.O. Bonds Index of average municipal bond yields as published in the most recent edition of The Bond Buyer, published in New York, New York (or any successor publication or index, or if such publication or index is no longer published, then any index of long term municipal tax-exempt bond yields then selected by the County) pursuant to the Bond Authorization Act, and to mature within thirty (30) years of the date of issuance, will be considered at the hearing.  Said bonds, if issued, shall be retired by the levy of a direct annual tax in an amount necessary to produce not to exceed $350,000.00 per year (the “SSA Taxes”) to pay the interest on such bonds as it falls due and to discharge the principal thereof at maturity and to maintain and administer the Forest Haven SSA.  The SSA Taxes will be levied upon all taxable property within the proposed Forest Haven SSA and will be based upon a special tax roll calculated on the basis of the benefits conferred to each parcel.  If bonds are not issued within six (6) months after the establishment (if any) of the Forest Haven SSA, the maximum amount of bonds and the maximum annual SSA Taxes that may be levied upon the SSA Territory (collectively, the “Maximum Amounts”) may be increased using the Consumer Price Index—All Urban Consumers (“CPIU”) as a multiplier, calculated as follows: the Maximum Amounts times the sum of (1 + the percentage change in the CPIU from the date of the establishment of the Forest Haven SSA to a date designated by the County Board prior to the issuance of the SSA bonds).  The Maximum Amounts will be payable within the SSA Territory pursuant to a special tax roll as more fully described below.  


The SSA Taxes that would be imposed in connection with the proposed Forest Haven SSA would be payable pursuant to a special tax roll.  The special tax roll would be based on equally dividing the annual levy of the SSA Taxes on a per subdivided lot basis, it being the determination of the County Board that such an allocation reflects the actual utilization or potential utilization of the Special Service and is therefore fair and reasonable.  The SSA Taxes would be levied in addition to all other County taxes levied and extended upon the properties within the Forest Haven SSA, and the special tax roll will be used only for levying and extending SSA Taxes.  The Special Service is to be maintained after the life of the Bonds by the County.


All interested persons owning taxable property located within the SSA Territory will be given an opportunity to be heard, and to file objections, regarding the establishment and boundaries of the Forest Haven SSA, the taxes to be levied upon the SSA Territory, and any bonds to be issued for financing the Special Service.  Those persons wishing to be heard at the hearing should contact the Lake County Administrator's Office, 18 N. County Street, Waukegan, Illinois 60085 (847-377-2250), to schedule such presentations.  Those persons unable to attend the hearing may file written presentations with the County Clerk, 18 N. County Street, Waukegan, Illinois 60085, by the close of business on December 9, 2008 for entry upon the hearing minutes.  The hearing may be adjourned by the Board to another date without further notice other than a motion to be entered upon the minutes of said meeting fixing the time and place of its adjournment.


If a petition signed by at least fifty-one percent (51%) of the electors residing within the SSA Territory and by at least fifty-one percent (51%) of the owners of record of the land included within the boundaries of the SSA Territory is filed with the County Clerk within sixty (60) days following the final adjournment of the public hearing, objecting to the establishment of the Forest Haven SSA, then the establishment of the Forest Haven SSA will not occur.

SECTION SIX.   Objections.  If a petition signed by at least 51 percent of the electors residing within the SSA Territory and at least 51 percent of the owners of record of property within the SSA Territory, is filed with the County Clerk within sixty days following the adjournment of the public hearing, objecting to the establishment of the special service area herein contemplated, then such special service area may not be established.

SECTION SEVEN.  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately from and after its passage and approval.
