Public Hearing to Consider Proposed Amendments to UDO Article 10 - Subdivisions

On January 6, staff first introduced a series of proposed amendments to Article 10 - Subdivisions. Following staff’s presentation at the meeting, the Committee scheduled a Public Hearing for January 27 to formally consider the proposed amendments. A full copy of the proposed amendments were provided at that time along with changes to Appendix E – Certificates and Approvals and new Appendix Q – Assurance Documents for your review.  

Staff indicated at the introductory meeting that the text may be revised as it was currently undergoing review by the State’s Attorneys Office.  As part of that review, the State’s Attorney’s Office advised staff that Article 10.20 – Vacations be revised to include separate sections for right-of-way vacations and plat vacations. A copy of the modified text is incorporated in your packet at this time.  At the same meeting, the Committee expressed concerns about the delegation of street standards to the County Engineer. Following the meeting, staff reviewed the contents of Table 10.10 – County Engineer – Authorized Modifications and determined that the earlier draft did not fully represent the areas proposed for modification by the County Engineer. A copy of a revised table is being provided so you will be prepared to discuss this proposal when appropriate. We are also including a revised summary of the text amendment summary given to you at the January 6th meeting to assist you in reviewing the proposed changes. 

The Regional Planning Commission reviewed the proposed text at its January 13 meeting and has recommended approval of the text with the addition of additional sectional references in Table 10.9.5 – Engineering Submission Requirements located in Section 10.9. 

Following the required public hearing, the Committee will make a recommendation on the proposed amendments to the County Board.
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
