Emergency Appropriation for National Fish & Wildlife Foundation Grant - $72,000

ACTION REQUESTED:  Approval of Emergency Appropriation
The Lake County Stormwater Management Commission has approved an assistance award from the National Fish and Wildlife Foundation for $72,000 to fund a stream corridor assessment, wetland restoration, and outreach project for Dead Dog Creek in the Village of Winthrop Harbor.  As summarized in the table below, the project will be funded by $72,000 from National Fish and Wildlife Foundation (NFWF) funds, $12,723 from Stormwater Management Commission match, and the local partners will provide $60,477 in matching funds and in-kind contributions as required by the NFWF program.  Project partners include the Village of Winthrop Harbor, Lake County Forest Preserve District, and the Alliance for the Great Lakes.
Under this agreement, the SMC will be responsible for management and administration of grant funds and securing contracts or agreements with the project partners and consulting contractors for project work.  The budget outlined below satisfies the 50% cost-share requirements of the NFWF grant program.
