       Public Information Meeting

In accordance with Article 10, Section 10.2.1 B. of the Unified Development Ordinance (UDO) a public information meeting is required for all major and minor subdivisions. The proposed subdivision will consist of 2-lots and is being processed as a minor subdivision.  For this minor subdivision, the Development Review Team has scheduled the public information meeting to be held after the submittal of the Final Plat and Final Engineering plans.  
Staff has notified property owners in the vicinity of the subdivision in accordance with Article 3, Section 3.1.7.B.1. of the UDO.  The Committee's role in the public information meeting is to receive information and public input on the proposed subdivision.

Overview

The proposed subdivision is zoned Estate and is located along east side of Chevy Chase Road, approximately ¼ mile east of Gilmer Road in Fremont Township.  The general character of the surrounding area is single-family residential zoned Estate (E). The subdivision is being developed as a Conventional Single-Family Residential Subdivision in accordance with the Lake County UDO. The applicant is Michael Schall. The subdivision will take access to Chevy Chase Road via a private shared drive. This subdivision will be served by private water wells and wastewater septic systems.

Natural Resources

An on-site inspection conducted by staff indicated that the property contains mature woodland areas. 

Current Status of Subdivision

The Development Review Team held a Preapplication Conference for this project and has completed the initial review of the Final Plat and Final Engineering plans. Upon approval of the Final Plat and Final Engineering by the Development Review Team, the Planning Division will present staff's report to the Planning Building and Zoning Committee for approval.
