WHEREAS, it is estimated that there are approximately 450,000 people of Arab American
descent in Illinois; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RECOGNIZED, by this County Board of Lake County, that April
2022 be observed as Arab American Heritage Month to recognize the valuable contributions
of Arab Americans to Lake County and the various aspects of American History.
